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Greater China Corporation (“GCC”) represents a unique vehicle to assist qualified companies
(*Newcos™) to raise money and to go public in an efficient, cost-effective and speedy manner.

GCC

1. GCC has more than 1,000 of its own shareholders who provide a solid initial base for
Newco when GCC spins-off some of its Newco holdings to create an instantaneous,
independent public company.

2. GCC shareholders are long-term investors and many of them will buy additional shares
of Newco either in the public after-market or in conjunction with an IPO or secondary
offering of Newco shares if the company desires to raise additional capital.

3. GCC has a highly experienced team of Directors, Advisors and associated professionals
who are actively involved in every step of the process to insure that it is done in
accordance with the highest international standards and that Newco receives strong
ongoing support.

4. GCC has a mechanism, through its own Select Convertible Preferred Shares, to provide
bridge financing for Newcos during the process of making the transition from a private to
a publicly traded enterprise.

Benefits to Newcos:

1. A much more cost-effective way to go public in comparison with an IPO, reverse merger
with a shell or even a traditional spin-off where there is usually no ongoing relationship
and support.

2. A normal IPO (if available in this market) takes from 9 to 18 months and can cost $500K
to $1 million or more.

3. A typical reverse merger with a shell can cost from $250K to $500 K, results in a 5% to
10% share dilution with the latter shareholders only interested in selling and not buying
more Newco shares.

4, The GCC model can happen within 3 to 6 months, offers the possibility of raising
additional funds during or after the taking public process, and provides for a strong and
continuing after-market for Newco shares because GCC and its shareholders retain a
continuing interest in Newco.

Why go public?
1. Asa means of providing liquidity for management and initial investors without having to
take cash out of the company.
As a means of raising additional capital for expansion through the sale of public shares
which is usually much less dilutive.
3. As a means of raising capital from passive investors as opposed to private investors who
usually want to be involved in the business.
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As a means of having additional currency (the public shares) for acquisitions and
management incentives without having to use cash.

An a means of having shares traded outside of one’s home country and usually
denominated in an international currency.

As a protection against local political interference, since the company is an international
public company. _

As s means of gaining international recognition, and additional market opportunities for
the company’s products and services.

As a matter of prestige since very few enterprises are ever able to achieve an international
public company status.

Use of GCC Select Convertible Preferred Shares

GCC has Select Convertible Preferred Shares that can provide Newcos with interim
funding and investors with substantial upside gain and maximum downside protection.
For Newcos these funds can be used to expand operations, buy out existing debt
(normally at a discount) with conversion into common shares, or provide bridge funding
prior to a spin-off or public offering.

For investors, GCC’s Select Convertible Preferred carry an accrued yield (currently 5%)
and are convertible into the publicly traded shares of Newco at the time of spin-oft or
public offering (currently for a share value of approximately 2x the value of the Preferred
and accrued interest).

Select Preferred investors also have the security of a preferred instrument, are secured by
the shares owned by GCC in Newco and have an additional option to convert some or all
of their investment into shares of GCC.

Benefits to GCC
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Often Newco is an opportunity developed by an associate of GCC and the principals
involved are able to participate directly from the transaction as well as from their interest
in GCC.

GCC Select Convertible Preferred Shares are non-dilutive to GCC common shareholders
and add to the capital base and net worth of GCC.

The holdings in Newco that GCC receives become an asset of GCC and give additional
value to GCC’s shares as they appreciate.

The shares of Newco can also be used as a non-dilutive way to raise additional cash,
since GCC can sell some of its holdings of Newco’s publicly traded stock instead of
selling more GCC shares.

The shares of Newco that GCC shareholders receive as part of the spin-off plan can be
sold by them, or if desired they can acquire more shares in these companies to build a
portfolio of successful independent public entities in some of the highest growth areas of
the new global economy.
